Park free in the vear of the Juilding. Towr will refuwn to this point.

1.) OLD STATE CAPITOL

c. 1827-30 Broadway o Lewis St

Built owver the ashes of two earlier Capitols, this Greel-Fevival
il ding wras the first public work of Gideon Shryock. Its self- sup
porting ciroalar stairs, under the temple-like dome, stand entoelr
mdependent of the rest of the stmeture. William Goebel,
Eentucky's “martyr goveror,” was shot by an assassin from the
State Office bnlding, next door. His statue stands onthe grounds,
and a brass plate m the brck walkway marks the spot where he
fell. Hours: Tue. - Sat. 10am - dpm.

2. GEORGE MORTIMER BIBE LAW OFFICES

c. 1824 355 W Broadway

Farist, US Senator, Chief hstice of Kemtucky, Secretary of
Treanuy during President John Tyler’s term, and the last
Representative towear knee britches at the National Capitol.
He wras a brother of Jolm Bibb, the developer of Bibb lettuce.

3. SITE OF THE SHARP HOUSE

Before 1799 Southwest comner of Qid Capital Square.

Home of Col. Solomon P Sharp, who was nnrdered here by Jera
boam Beaachamp in 12825, 4 cxime of polities and passion which I
mspired Eobert Penn Warren's novel, World Fnough and Time
and Fdgar Allen Poe’s Poliian, an wmfinsihed blank-verse
dramas.

4. SITE OF THE MADIS ON-HARLAN HOUSE

Built by George Madison, fifth Governor of Eemtucky. It wras later
the home of John Mlarshall Harlan, Associate hastice of the T2
Supreme Court for nearly 34 wears (1277-19110. Harlan®s only
previons madicial experience was a year as Franklin County Fadgze
m 1858, Cnthe Supreme Court, he was knowm as the Great
Dissenter, especially m  the area of civil nghts.
5. FRANCIS PRESTON BLAIR, SE.

Home site, wacamt lot on corner of Broaderay & Washington.

He wras editor of'the Globe Newspaper in Washington where his |
“Blair House,™ across from the White House, contitnes to house
Presidential suests.

4. MCCLURE-FOSTER HOUSE

c. 1814, 318 Waslungtom 5t

The daughter of Gov. Jolm Adary (Mrs. John M. Foster) lived here.
Mr. Foster was Fegistrar of the Land Office. Later, the home be
longzed to merchadt Fichard MeChive. The building neer houses
the local Fed Cross & gency.

7. AMOS KENDALL HOUSE

o JaI-i&i0 415 Broadway

Hoted jomrnalist and tator to the fanuly of Henry Clay. Later sup
pored Andrew Jackson against Henry Clay for Presidemt and
served as Postmaster Gemeral dwring Jackson's admumistration
Helped found School for the Deaf’ and Mute, nowr knowmn as Gal
ladet College of Washington, D.C. He became a millionaire
while serving as a business agent to Sanmel F. B. Morse, mventor
of the telegraph

2. THOMAS HOUSE

o T8I0 312 Washington 5t

The home of Landon Thomas, attomey and member of the State
Honse of Representatives. With the death of her lnsband, Enuly
Thomas Tubman (Landon’s sister] mherited a fortune, which she
shared with schools in Eentucky. When the First Christian Clurch
brmead in 1270, she donated the money to baild 2 newr sanctoary.

3. CHURCH OF THE A5 CENSION (EPIS COPAL)

o Ta50 311 Washington 5t

Farmers Bank President, Johm Hamma, 15 sad to have traveled to
Furope to see the traditimal desizn of churches there, before he
finded the erection of this lding and gave it to the parish. The
blding was enlarged in 1882, The Parish House and the Chapel
were added in 1899 The clorch stasted one of the firs hhranes in
Frankfont.

10 SWIGERT-MILAM HOUSE

o, 1835, 308 Waslhington 5t.

Jacoh Swnzert bt tero rooms to serve as hus office when he was
clerk of'the Kertucky Court of Appeals. Later enlarged (186567
the hose was the home of Benjamin Cave Milam and his som,
John Milaw, whose Milam fislung reels were prized possassions |
of presidents and other dedicated anglers throughout the world.

11) BROWN-SWIGERT-TAYLOR HOUSE

o. [&15 300 Washington St

Encam as a “house within a house,™ this fonr-room derelling was
bt by Dr. Preston Browm. (Mote the onginal ertrance and ot
Iine of the tmilding on Man 5t In the mid 1840°;, Jacoh
Swngzert, one of the taro brothers who were mfhiential citizens of
early Frankfost, tuilt the major portion of this house, adding it 4o
the orginal fomr rooms facing on Main 5t It later was the home
of Col. E. H. Taylox, Tr., the “0ld Tarlor™ of the whiskey indastry.

127 MOREHEAD HOUSE

Eult by Mark Harding FEegistrar of the Kemtucky Land Office, o

was for 13 wears the residence of Charles 5. Morehead, TS

Congressman and Governor of Eentucky (1855-597. Franklin

County gave Maorehead such a majority m his governor’s race that

he named his fonrth clild Frankhn C. Herry Clay stared here

while serving m the Eerntucky Legislature, rather than making the

arducus trap back to his home i Lexington.

147 CHAPMAN COLEMAN TODD

Fear Sdwural Todd, sreat-grandson of hastice Thomas Todd, received his
appoimtmert to Annapolis when he was 14 years old. He served in the
Spanish-Amercan War.

15) CRITTENDEN-WATSON HOUSE

o, 1800 401 W Maim S5t

John J. Crattenden was five titmes US Senator (aithor of the Crttenden
Compromuse], baice Attomey General of the Unted States, and Governce
of Eentucky (1248-301. Twro sons were generals in the Civil War—ore
Union and the other Confederate. & grandson fomhere, John Critenden
Watsom, was a rear admural of'the US Nawy, Another srandson was killad
with Custer at Litle Bighom. Damiel Webster and Zachary Taylbr were
gnests under his roof.

14.) RODMAN-BENNET T-HAZELRIGG HOUSE

o I8 407 W Main St

The home of two pstices of the Eentuely Comt of Appeals: hudge
Caswell Bermett m 1554 and hdgze James H. Hazelbigz in 1897, Hazelngs
swore I ov, Goebel and then Gov. Beckham, followang Goebel™s death
by assassination. The howne was bult by Dr. Wiliam Bathour Eodman,
who was credited with being the first to realize thad pneumonia was conta-
Zions.

17.) FIRST PRESEYTERIAN CHURCH

o, 1849 416 W Maim 53

A noteworthy example of English Gothie architechmre, the clmrch wras fivst
opened (while still under constraction) for a reception in honor of Presi-
dent Zachary Taylor, when he stopped in Frankftet on his way to Wash-
ington DLC.

18] LABROT-TAYLOR HOUSE

o I8N 21 W Main S

This Greel Eevival house, completed m 1854, wa the residence of Leo-
pold Labrot and later of Eermer Taylor, both of Eentucky’s distilling -
dustry. The historie Labrot & Graham Distillery, nowr Woodford Eeserve,
has been restored to 15 past glory and canbe visited on MeCracken Pike
in Woodford County.

12) CRITTENDEN-GARRARD HOUSE

e ITE5 302 Willanson St

4 Foderal-style bmlding and former homme of Thomas Crattenden, TS
Comaal at Liverpool. The son of Jolm I Crttenden, he was a Major Gen-
eral m the Tmeon amny. His son died with Gen. George Armstrong Custer
and 15 buried at the Little Bizhomn Battlefield in Mortana.

Jammes H. Garrard, grandson of Eentacky’s secomd govemce, was Een-
tucky State Treamaver for four terms and was elected to hus Sth term, past
terelve days before hus death mm 1865,

200 LIBERTY HALL

c. I7EG 218 Willkanson St

This Georgian-style house served as the home of Jolm Brown, Kenbacky's
first IS Senator. It was the site of the first Sunday school west of the 4lle-
ghenies. JTohn Browm, eminent statesman, was one of the tao TS Senators
to represert Kentucky, munediately after it jomed the UTmon In 1219,
President James Mormoe dined here with his aides, Zachary Taylor and
Andvew Jackson. Lafayette and &avon Burr also visited here.

21.) ORLANDO BROWN HOUSE

o, 1855, 218 Willdnson St

The Greek Eevival house was bwlt from plaws desizned by Gideon
Shryock, forthe second son of Senator Jolm Browm. It 15 one of the only
knoam residences designed by Gideon Shrvock. It remained i the Browm
farmily until it was bequeathed to the National Sockety of Colonial Dames.
It comtams nmch of the orginal firnishings, inchiding paintings by Eobert
Barms Wilson.

221 SOUTH-WILLIS HOUSE

o 1875 305 Wapping 5t

It was onee the hame of Dr. John Glover Scuth, the US Muuster of Pa-
nama. Former Governor Edewin Porch Morrowr died here unexpectedly of a
heart attack while visiting IG5, South in 1935, Simeon 5. Willis, Rastice of
the Coart of Appeals and Governor of Eerducky (12453-47), also lived
here.

23 SITE OF THE WILEKINS ON-LOVE HOUSE

o, 1786 303 Wapping 5t

The second log houwse in Frankfort was erected here by James Wilkinson
for lus cwm residence. & large two-story ulding, it was the meeting place
of Eentucky’s second legislature. &s a tavern, the Love House®s guests
inchided Lowis Philippe of France and Aaron Bwr. The log house was tom
down m 128 to make way for the present frame shuctare.

24) YREELAND HOUSE (VAUXHALL)

o IR75 dI7 Wapping 51

Though modern in comparison with it lage neiglbors, the house 1s nota-
ble. Graham Wreeland was founder and publisher of the Frankfbat State
Journal. The architect of this residence, D, X, Mhauphy, also built the tean
spires of Lowisville s Cloarclull Diovwns

25.) BIBB-BURNLEY HOUSE

o 1857 411 Wapping 5t

John Eibb, an amatenr hortimilborist, developed Bibh lettuce here in his
zarden. The lethice has since won worldwide acceptance as a salad del-
cacy. Bbb served in the War of 1812, was a Eepresentative and Senator m
the Eembacky General fssembly, and the younzer brother of Georgze
Mortimer Bibb.

Anathors Fobert Barns Wilson and John Fox Jr. visted BEibb®s miece, Pattie
Bumnley, a supporter of the arts in Frankfo.

26 CARNFAL-WATSON HOUSE

o. 1855, 407 Wapping 5t

This one-story Greek FEevival house was built in 1854, The orginal
cwmer was Thomas Carneal one of the founders of Covington, Ky
DChang the Civil War, John Watson, brother-in-laer of Philbp Swigert,
camed the house wluch served as the headquarters for the Blihitawy
EBoard of Esntucky.

271 RODMAN-HEWITT HOUSE

o I&IT 40 Wapping S5

It wras the birthplace of Adrural Hugh Fodman, Commander-in-Chief
of the TS Pacific Fleet after World War I Gen. Fayette Hewatt of the
Orphan Brizade 1 the Confederate Army hved i this house during the
late 18005,

28.) IDA LEE WILLIS GARDEN

Mk to the Vest- Lindsey House

Ida Les Willis wras the wife of Governor Simeon Willis. She was the
first Exemutive Director of the Kentucky Heritage Commussion, respon-
sthle for saving many of Franldon’s historme landmarks.

291 LETCHER-LINDSAY HOUSE

c. 1835, 200 Washington S5t

Fobert P. Letcher was Speaker of the House of Bepresentatives, Gover-
nor of Kertacky (1840-447, and Mimster to Mexico. Senator William
Lindsay bought the house m 1280, He was Chief Tustice of Eentucky
Conrt of Appeals and US Senator. The house contains meetmg rooms
for the Frankdon Women’s Chib—the group responsible for what we
knoar today as the Panl Sawnmer Public Library, This bhalding was
Frankfout™s lbrary fom 1925-1565.

300 THOMAS TODD HOUSE

e 1812, 320 Wapping 5.

4 Fevohtionary War soldier, Todd became Clief Ristice of the Ken-
tucky Court of Appeals and Tustice of the TS Supreme Court. Lafayette
was entertained here. istice Todd became brotherin-laer to President
James Madison when he married the sister of Dolly Madison m the first
wedding ceremony perfbrmed inthe White Honse.

31.) CHURCH OF THE G OOD SHEPHERD

o, 1850 310 Wapping 5t

At fivst (1823, a small Preshyterian cloreh ocoupied this 1ot. When that
congrezation moved to thewr newr adifice, the Catholic parish bought the
clmrch and held services in it while the present bailding was being built
arcund 1t. Then the smaller stmctare wras rermowved. Most of the work
was done by members of the parish, under divection of comtractor Jolm
Haly.

32.) THE CUSTOMS HOUSE

o, 1887, 305 apping 51

This building ongimally served as a 1.5, Paost Office and Federal Build-
ing. In the mid 1960s, when the Post Office outzrew this space, #
served as the bbrary, named in honor of Franldon™s famous artist, Panl
Sawrier. The balding now belongs to the City of Frankiost.

33 SINGING BRIDGE . J80

The bridze officially opened to vehimilar traffic m 1824, Pror to that, a
covered bridge spanned the Eentucky Fiver, which mearurved 408 feet
i lengzth This bridze was once the bngest single-span stractore m
Eentucky. The omrent “singing” open-grate foor was installed in 19358,

34.) FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH

o I8 200 51 Clady 53

Panl Sawnrier’s maternal grandmother, Penelope Wmgate, talt and
gave the clurch #s brick chapel in 1538, In 1904, the presemt fioat of
the clmreh was added. The first sermonwas preached by Fevw. Silas M.
Hoel, a founder of Georgetown College i Georgetown, Eentucky.
Henryr Clay’s brother, Porter, served as mirister here.

35) FRANELIN COUNTY COURTHOUSE

c. 1835, S5y Clair 5t

The original design was by Gideon Shryock, who developed this stme-
ture at abot the time he was planning the Orlande Browm Heoase, [t wras
remodeled in 1909, and an addition was made in 1949 The clock was
parchased in Philadelphia.

35.) SITE OF “THE GEM" AND “THE CEYSTALY

Lioross the 5t from the Couwrthouse were Frankfort™s first “pichure™
shovirs, silent film thestres. Sdmission was $.25 for adults and $.15 for
childven.

37.) MCCLURE BUILDING
Frankfout’s first “skyscraper™ was blt around 1907,

38.) GRAND THEATRE

F08 Sainy Clair bt

The Grand was built in 1907 forthe live thestre and expanded in 1941
for movies. The Grand s cwrently under renovation and will open
the Sununer of 20029 and will seat 414 in an ntonate, luigh quality noalt
-purpose vimal and performung arts center.
