





CHAPTER 2:--COMMUNITY FRAMEWORK




Building off the river corridor’s strengths, the Kentucky riverfront has many
opportunities for improvement. Identified opportunities are numbered on the
accompanying map.

1. Old Lawrenceburg Road Corridor — A land use/open space/riverfront plan
for the entryway corridor for Commonwealth implementation,

2. Wilkinson Boulevard Corridor — A land use/open space/riverfront/trail plan
for the corridor for City implementation, including the sand and gravel
parcel,

3. Shoreline Vegetation/Visual Access — A plan for improving views from
strategic locations, including shoreline vegetation management,

4. Capital View Park — A park development plan, with a focus on recreation,
river access and open space; for City implementation,

5. River View Park — A park development plan, with a focus on active river uses
and connection into downtown; for City implementation,

6. Riverfront Trail in the Downtown and South Frankfort Areas — Some parts
along the river, others along parallel roads, with connections to historic/
cultural/tourist sites,

7. Second Street Corridor — A land use/open space/redevelopment plan for
the corridor including the Second Street School, the former YMCA and the
former lumberyard,

8. Buffalo Trace Distillery Expansion — Assist Buffalo Trace Distillery in
planning for its enhanced Kentucky River presence by refining its Home
Place initiative,

9. Increasing River Access along the Entire River — Locations for boat rental,
boat launches, navigation, Lock and Dam 4, fishing access, water taxi,

10. Marina Expansion — A plan for Benson Creek Marina expansion and siting
other potential marina sites,

11. River Access Potential for Existing Public Structures, Such as the Capitol
Complex Parking Garage, and

12. Bridge Enhancements — Improved connections and aesthetics of existing

bridges.
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
