Joy began the meeting by stating three ideas for the Events Committee:

1) Plan events for the weekends.  

a. Hold concerts on Friday and Saturday nights (not during the opening/closing of the games.  Joy is waiting on the tentative schedule from Cheryl Hatcher.
b. Need to MC the concerts and let attendees know of other events/activities in the area. 
c. Fortnight Festival events – these are being set up through Alltech and Frankfort’s Grand Theater is a part of the schedule.  We might not want to plan an event at the same time as one of these events.  Patti informed the committee of the presentation that will take place in the fall about the Fortnight Festival events and this information should be available at the Tourism Conference in the fall. 
d. Concentrate on Frankfort’s heritage when planning events.  

e. The committee is unsure about pursuing the idea of a beer garden.  

f. Since we don’t know who will be staying in Frankfort it is hard to plan specific events.  The committee agreed to plan a broad spectrum of events and then choose specific events once we know who will be housed in Frankfort. 

g. KY River canoe rides – contact Canoe K Y.

2) Mobilize pop up artists for events and in the general downtown area.

a. Suzanne Grey (KY Arts Council) coordinates pop up artists.  Joy will contact her and ask her to attend the next Events Committee meeting. 

3) Ask if KHS will hold a major concert since this will be an off year and the Folklife Festival. 

a. KHS will hold a meeting next week to discuss the future of the Folklife Festival and Bob will mention the Games to the group and the ideas the Events Committee has about having a mini festival or KHS having a major concert.

b. Joy asked Bob Gates if he would meet with her and Kelly to talk about what downtown should/could do during the games. Twina will set this meeting up. 

Also talked about:

· Get the community involved.  Get them revved up about the weekend events during the games.  Joy and Danny Garland are meeting to discuss talking points for the Games.  After this meeting, it is time to go to the public with our information and ideas. 
· Make sure events/activity and Frankfort information is available. 

· Shops and restaurants need to stay open later.
