 Project Guidelines
All projects done in the name of the Frankfort/Franklin County Beautification Committee must follow the standards as listed in the application process.  Those that do not follow these standards, will not receive assistance or recognition by the Frankfort World Games Task Force, Beautification Sub-Committee.  

Plants must be pre-approved by the Committee. A plant list can be supplied upon request.  Use of the signature plant is mandatory in most planting projects where appropriate.  
Designs and projects must be pre-approved by the Committee. 

The Committee will assist with permitting processes and access issues on city/county/state properties and rights-of-way.  

The Committee is not a funding mechanism for projects and has no funds, grants, scholarships, or other monies for beautification projects at this time.   

The Committee will not be responsible for installation or maintenance of any projects.  Projects without a long term maintenance plan (as necessary) will not be accepted.  The Committee will assist in negotiations with the city/county/state governments for project maintenance for projects on public property.  However, if agreements cannot be negotiated, projects will not be permitted.
